Dear Merino Breeder,

The HR Stud has been blessed here in the Macquarie with a second good season
in 2021, despite some flooding earlier this year.

We are thankful the two main income drivers of wool and lamb are holding up
well, however we have not escaped the effects of COVID.

The scarcity of labour and long lead times for materials and equipment have
shown us that even with good seasons and prices you still need to continually
review your on-farm efficiencies and that planning ahead is vital.

To that end, we are reviewing our shearing shed and domestic facilities (hoping
to keep our shearing contractor and crew happy, whilst complying with industry
requirements). The board will be changed from a left to a right-hand drag and
we are investigating new chutes and doors.

Sheep delivery to the shed will be improved with a revised laneway layout
through the property.

We have invested in solar power (with assistance from the NSW Govt), hoping
to wholly supply the HR station with a 90kw battery system, with battery back-
up for communications to use in emergencies and for farm safety.

In terms of planning, we have looked at what inputs the farm will need into the
future in terms of machinery, labour and spare parts to hopefully stay ahead.

As we have a two-year lead time for ram production, you can help immeasurably
by indicating your own predicted ram requirements from HR well ahead of
time. Please discuss how we can help you with our HR Reps, Staff and Classers.

STUD UPDATE ANDY MCLEAN

What a huge difference the change in season has made at
Haddon Rig over the last 12 months. The Haddon Rig ewes have
performed extremely well on the natural feed that is growing.

We weaned just over 100 percent of huge healthy lambs to ewes
joined in August last year. The ET and Al lambs were exceptional
for quality and growth and the Ram lamb portion have grown
and matured into an excellent line of sale rams. The Poll Rams
are nothing short of excellent and will provide our clients with
some great opportunity to purchase the rams they are looking for
to improve their flocks. Whether you are trying to improve your
growth figures, fertility, wool quality or constitution these rams
will certainly give you a boost. As the HR Poll stud quickly builds
its numbers, the quality is improving with every drop of lambs. We
can now apply a lot more selection pressure. We will be increasing
our on-property Auction Poll team numbers in September 2021
to 200 Poll Rams.

Haddon Rig did extensive Al and ET programmes at the end of
last year, we have just marked both lots of lambs and the Poll
ET lambs are the best mob of lambs | have seen in a long time
(exciting times ahead). We joined the 8000 Stud and commercial
ewes in mid-December last year for 6 weeks, when Craig Chad
came to scan them on the 8th of March it was up there with one
of our best joining’s in the past years. The maiden ewes had up to
50% multiples in them and scanned over 145% in lamb and the
mixed age ewes had over 60% multiples and had over 160% of
embryos in them. We are now marking these lambs with some
huge percentages in the paddock.
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It is very encouraging to see the wool market continue to climb
after the effects of Covid in 2020. At Haddon Rig we recently
sold wool off some 2020 Drop wether lambs that were shorn
at 8 months of age, the fleece wool was 17.5-micron, 65 mil,
51 newtons and received 1220 cents kg greasy. This is a return
of over $2200 per bale or $45 per head. We are now selling the
wethers for over $210 a head. | hope everyone has rebuilt some
of their sheep numbers and are taking advantage of the excellent
wool prices and record surplus sheep markets.

| look forward to seeing you all in the coming months and hope
everyone is fortunate enough to be enjoying the season that we are.

STUD CLASSER REPORT

The Al and ET lambs are off to a cracking start which was
to be expected following such a brilliant season. The
2021 drop are very even, with good bone for age and as
always the HR team can’t wait to see them mature and
reap the rewards of next generation genetics.

The lambs from Poll Boonoke 190678 (HR's $65,000 Sire
purchase in 2020) look fantastic. We used 190678 in our Al and
ET programmes and importantly made him earn his keep in the
paddock where he performed his duties with distinction. Haddon
Rig has repeat purchased another draft of 400 Poll stud ewes from
Morundie Poll SA to keep building our poll numbers as quickly as
possible to continue the supply of quality genetics to our clients.

In June | attended a DNA Ram breeder workshop on behalf of
Haddon Rig. It was interesting to see how breeders are using
Australian Sheep Breeding Values (ASBV's) in different ways to suit
their stud’s direction and environment.

The ASBV’s we collect and provide give us and our clients
additional sire selection tools. Haddon Rig uses ASBV's without
compromising our sheep’s wool quality and structural integrity.
These traits pay extra dividends in wool and livestock sales
through a Haddon Rig blood ewes ability to maintain quality
wool, fertility and the ability to raise strong lambs well into their
latter years.
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The wool market is recovering well at present with medium wools
making a timely rise. The historically tested Merino package is still
at the forefront with its combination of wool $, protein $ (both
lamb and mutton) and the strong confidence that re-stockers are
showing in our industry with top dollars being paid for surplus
ewes.

Merinos are a great animal which consistently withstands all that
the Australian environment can throw. In the nineties after the
wool crash one of my old clients in Blackall QLD made a statement
that has always stuck with me, “They don't eat a lot, they don't
drink a lot, they can survive the droughts and they are always
growing wool”. Always dependable!

| have been very pleased to see that some of my younger
clients which in recent years have changed their mixed farming
operations to a heavier percentage of Merino to crop have not
lost any of their enthusiasm and are still very keen and optimistic
about their Merinos.

ON FARM UPDATE ROBERT LATHAM

With a busy start to the summer, we planted and watered up
410ha of cotton between Boomanulla and Braemar which went
smoothly, it did not seem like long after that that we were into
the full swing of harvest.

Starting on the canolain late October we had a few light showers
which made the start of harvest terribly slow. The canola looked
reasonable there was a bit of doubt about the yield from rain
damage after wind rowing but once we got a decent start it did
not take long to realise that the yield was still there.

Before finishing canola, we had started the barley which was
Spartacus the yields on the barley were exceptional this went
straight into the bunker to be left for feed and to cash once the
cash price improved.

We then started on the wheat which was also yielding great. The
Lancer was the best yielding out of the Gregory and the Spitfire.
The quality of the wheat went well with the majority going H2
which was a fantastic result after the previous years. We ended
up putting about 2500t of H2 into a grain bunker which kept the
headers moving. The chickpeas and lupins also yielded above
expectation.

We then moved the harvest to “Rosewood’, Forbes to complete
the harvest there, the canola didn’t go as well as hoped due to a
late plant and a few other issues. The wheat yield was great but
not the best quality as the variety was Flanker.

After irrigation during the summer and some great rain early
this year it was soon picking and planting time. Picking went
well with yields much higher than expected. Whilst still picking
we started planting the 2021 crop. Starting with canola, oats,
lucerne, wheat, lupin, faba beans, barley and chickpeas.

We have started unloading the barley bunker now that there has
been a bit of a price rise which has been going well delivering to
feedlots in southern Queensland and the Liverpool plains.

With a good start to 2021 let us hope it keeps up and hopefully
everywhere else is having a good start to the season.
